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Waste 

Why not Compost all your raw vegetable & fruit peelings?
A successful compost heap requires:
· Mixing (from time to time mix it all up)
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Moisture (rain – don’t leave it under the hedge)
· Warmth  (sheltered from high winds to maintain the heat inside the heap)

If you are experiencing problems with your compost heap it could be due to one of the following:
· Not enough mixing
· Wrong Location – ensure it is not on concrete, (it needs the earth)
· Don’t add any cooked foods or meats

· Don’t put it under the hedge or in the shade

· Don’t add grass cuttings or citrus fruits 

If you compost your waste food you will reduce your waste disposal costs dramatically €€€

Are you Recycling all clean products in your home? (80% of your waste) 
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· Paper,

How to save money €€€ in your home
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Are you paying too much per unit of electricity? Work out how many units you are using each month. 
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Hot water immersions are very expensive to run, make sure to have 

a timer fitted on your immersion and a thermostat on your hot 
water cylinder.

· Change to ‘A rated’ energy efficient lighting & switch off lighting in rooms that are not being used. Consider choosing ‘A’ Rated products when purchasing any electrical appliances

· Fully power down all equipment at the socket – don’t leave the t.v, computers, printers etc. on stand-by

· Don’t turn on the gas or electric oven too long before you use it

· Ensure your home is well insulated before the winter months 

Water
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· Power Showers use huge amounts of water, why not fit a low flow shower head on your shower, this will reduce water and save money

· Always use a sink plug

In the older toilet cisterns why not fit a water displacement item such as a 2L bottle of water or a brick to reduce the flush volumes by 20%
